Course Requirements:

· ONLINE ASSIGNMENTS:
Each chapter will have an online assignment.  The assignments are located in the “Assessments” section of the course and must be submitted for grading before the quiz for that chapter will become available.    

· CD-ROM ASSIGNMENTS:
Each chapter will have a CD assignment with three activities per chapter.  The following activities will be graded: 1) Multiple-choice questions 2) Fill in the blank questions and 3) Speed test.  The other activities are good study tools to prepare you for the quizzes and exams.  
· QUIZZES, MONITORED & FINAL EXAMS:
Complete unit quizzes, monitored and final exams online.

There are monitored exams which you need to schedule with your counselor to take by the due date listed on the course calendar.  You are not allowed to use any books, notes, internet sites or other materials for these exams.  You will be provided with a blank sheet of paper and a pen/pencil when you arrive for the exam.  You also cannot bring any other devices into the exams (including but not limited to IPODS, cell phones, blue tooth devices, etc.)

Monitored and final exams must be passed with an 80% in order to receive credit for the course.  

You may retake any of the quizzes or monitored exams until you have mastered the 80% required.  However make sure to plan accordingly and give yourself enough time to pass each by the due date listed on the course calendar.  Retakes of the midterm and final exam must be scheduled with your counselor.
Grading:

It is very important to me that you succeed in this course.  You need to stay on schedule with the course so that you are not trying to complete all of the work at the end of the semester.  All assignments will be docked for lateness.  Assignments will be docked 10% for each week they are late (example:  Late one week past due date – docked 10% off of the total points for the assignment; Late two weeks – docked 20% off of the total points for the assignment, etc.)
